Department of Education

The Osmania University Training College came
into existence and started functioning with
effect from 31/08/1928. At that time B.T.
Degree was awarded after successful completion
of the programme. In 1947, the college was
shifted to the University campus and was
renamed as University College of Education.
Under the centrally sponsored scheme, to
strengthen and reorganize teacher education, a
number of teacher education institutions were
upgraded to CTE, and a few into IASE centers
of excellence, research and innovations.
Accordingly the  University college of
Education, Osmania University was upgraded to
the status of IASE during the year 1996-97.
According to the norms of MHRD, Govt. of
India, this Department is renamed as Institute of
Advanced Study in Education (IASE). Faculty
of Education, Department of Education, Centre
for In-service Teacher Education are placed in
the IASE campus.
